The Houston Chronicle reported that insurance companies lost an estimated $20 billion 
in the stock market ñ now theyõre taking it out on Texas families by hiking rates for 
homeowners, small businesses, and professionals.

But theyõre not stopping there. Powerful special interests are lining up support for bills 
in the Legislature that will strip away the legal rights of Texas families. In the past, 
bills have even been passed that affected existing cases.

The insurance companies have spent millions to buy political influence inside the 
Governorõs mansion and the Capitol. Now theyõre using their political muscle to make 
it harder to file a claim, bully families into accepting unreasonable settlements or pay 
the legal fees of the insurance companies, and place caps on non-economic damages 
that are so low that the court costs alone could prevent you from ever getting your day 
in court.

Politicians need to hear from Texas families today ñ after all, they made 
campaign promises to take on insurance companies and now itõs time to hold 
them accountable.

3. Insurance companies are the problem, not Texas families.
